Izhar
Elias” poetic sense of style and his in-
novative approach to the instrument
and its repertoire have earned him
worldwide critical acclaim.

“Izhar Elias is a musician of
outstanding ability, whose whole ap-
proach to his art displays a maturity
beyond his years” was the conclu-
sion of Classical Guitar Magazine's

review of Elias's album Omaggio a
Guadagnini. The Dutch newspaper
Trouw wrote: “Elias links unbeliev-
able technique with great musicality:
he transcends his instrument with a
feeling for style, timing, colour and
depth. The lyrical Elias is symphonic
and you seldom encounter that

with guitarists.” Izhar Elias has
studied with Ton Terra, the Groningen
Guitar Duo, Zoran Dukic and Kees
Hendrikse. He studied performance
practice of 19th-century music at
the Accademia di Studi Superiori
|"Ottocento with Carlo Barone in
Italy. The performance practice of
the baroque guitar he learned from
a.0. William Carter, Adrian Rodriguez
van der Spoel and Lex Eisenhardt.
Through extensive research, he

has been able to recreate a musical
language of the Baroque, Classic

and Romantic periods using original
instruments and historical methods.
1zhar has revived works which had
remained unperformed for more than
200 years. Amongst other instru-
ments he owns a unique original
Guadagnini guitar from 1812. The
Prince Bernhard Cultural Foundation
made the purchase of the instrument
possible. Recently Izhar Elias has per-
formed for the Dutch King on Dutch
national TV, celebrating Kingsday. His
collaboration with Georgian clarinet
virtuoso Levan Tskhadadze has

led to the album Carrousel in April
2016. In December 2015 the album
Paisiello in Vienna has been released
(Brilliant Classics), with early 19th
century pieces around the operatic
theme “Nel cor piU non mi sento”.
His other albums include early 19th

century transcriptions of works by
Beethoven and the world premiére
recording of themes from Rossini’'s
opera Semiramide, as transcribed by
Mauro Giuliani. One of the conclu-
sions from the Dutch press about the
Semiramide release: “Including all his
ornamentations Elias is not inferior
to any opera diva” (Trouw). With his
baroque trio Cordevento (together
with recorder player Erik Bosgraaf
and harpsichordist Alessandro Pianu)
I1zhar has performed in many of
Europe’s most prestigious concert
halls and early music festivals, such
as the Konzerthaus (Vienna), Con-
certgebouw (Amsterdam), Palais des
Beaux-Arts (Brussels), Konzerthaus
(Berlin), Concertgebouw (Bruges),
and the Utrecht Early Music Festival.
Together with guitarist Fernando Cor-
das Izhar specializes in performing
early 19th century duo’s on historical
instruments.

I1zhar Elias has premiered over

50 works. In addition he mixes
different artistic disciplines in his
collaborations with choreographers,
experimental film makers and the-
atre directors.

In 2014 he premiéred the double
concerto Schattenspiel, for electric
guitar and classical guitar and big
symphony orchestra together with
composer and heavy metal guitarist
Florian Magnus Maier in the Amster-
dam Concertgebouw.

His CD/DVD Big Eye, including con-
temporary music for film, was hailed
as “wacky, irreverent and thought-
provoking”(Gramophone).
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Inspired by the famous Dutch
painter Jacob van Ruysdael,
known for his impressive land-
scapes and dramatic skies, the
Ruysdael Quartet has become
renowned for its intensive playing
and nuanced sound palette.

The Ruysdael Quartet was formed
in 1996, when all members

were studying at the Conserva-
tory in The Hague. In addition

to their regular teachers they

had lessons with the Amadeus
Quartet, the Hagen Quartet and
the QuatuorMosaiques. Over a
two-year period, they studied
with the Alban Berg Quartet at the
“HochschulefirMusik” in Cologne.
Within a few years the Ruysdael
Quartet established its name both
in the Netherlands and abroad,
and has ever since been regularly
invited to take part in festivals
and masterclasses, resulting in
performances not only in Europe
but also in Australia and the USA.
The Ruysdael Quartet received a
full scholarship to attend the ‘In-
ternational Chamber Music Acad-
emy Prague-Vienna-Budapest’
(1999-2001) where they won

the BelaBartok Prize (1999), the
Alban Berg Prize (2000) and the
Tomastik-Infeld Prize (2001) with
an invitation to make a recording
for the Austrian National Radio.
The quartet was winner of the
‘Charles Hennen International
Chamber Music Competition 2000’
in Holland and were awarded the
‘Prix de la SACEM'’ at the Interna-
tional String Quartet Competition
2001 in Bordeaux. In March 2002
they received the Press Prize and
the AVRO Prize in the ‘Vrienden-
krans’ competition in the Con-
certgebouw in Amsterdam. More

recently they were recipients of
the prestigious “Kersjes van de
Groenekan” Prize, a major musical
award in the Netherlands.

Next to performing the classical
string quartet repertoire the
Ruysdael Quartet are frequently
involved in contemporary proj-
ects. In 2005 they toured with the
eminent Dutch composer Jacob
terVeldhuis with an innovative
program based around his 3rd
quartet. In 2006 the Quartet
performed both Louis Toebosch’s
string quartets and in 2009 Eric
Verbugt wrote his “Aufgerichtet,
untereinander” especially for

the quartet. In 2011 a pro-
gramme with Rob Zuidam will

be performed. Next to this the
Ruysdaels regularly play together
with prominent guest musicians
like Raphael Wallfisch, Gavriel-
Lipkind, Dmitri Ferschtmann, Igor
Roma and JohannetteZomer.
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Javad Javadzade was born

in Baku. He graduated Music
Academy of Baku and holds a
position as a principal double bass
in Azerbaijan State Philharmonic
Orchestra.

He has worked in music collectives
such as U. Hajibeyov Azerbaijan
State Symphonic Orchestra and
Georgian Philharmonic Orchestra,
under the baton of Maestro Rauf
Abdulayev , Nikoloz Rachveli, En-
nio Morricone, Maxim Vengerov,
Laurent Petitgirard, Peter Rundel,
Ignat Solzhenitsyn.

As a member of chamber orches-
tra “Georgian Strings” he took
part in 23rd “Al Bustan” festival
(Beirut, Lebanon). He is

a diploma holder of J.M.Schperger
competition (Germany), the first
place winner of 18th International
Musical Competition EUTERPE
(Corato, Italy). His musical reper-
toire includes music of all epochs
and genres. From 2011

he collaborates with the pianist
Adel Javadzade.
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The vibrant soprano Anahita Ahsef
has been a professional opera singer
since the age of 20 years when she

was asked by Brigitte Fassbaender
to join the roster of the Staadt-
theater Braunschweig. One of the
highlights of her career has been

her engagement at the Stadtthe-

ater Giessen where she started as
Madame Euterpova in “Help, help the
Golobolinks” by Gian Carlo Menotti
under the direction of the great
composer himself. In addition she
has been a regular guest artist at the
Opernfestspiele in Erl, Austria.

Her most acclaimed roles are “Ag-
athe” in “Der FreischUtz", La Contessa
di Almaviva in “Le nozze di Figaro”,
Adriano in Wagner's “Rienzi”. Third
and Second Norn in “Gotterdam-
merung”, Brangdane in “Tristan und
Isolde” and Sanfuzza in Mascagni's
“Cavalleria Rustivana”. Ahsef has
performed under distinguished
conductors such as Philip Augin,
Gustav Kuhn, Stefan Sanderling,
Fabrizio Ventura und Prof. Cornelius
Eberhardt. She has worked with the
stage directors Marc Adam, Philipp
Harnoncourt, Brigitte Fassbaender
and Gian Carlo Menotti and has taken
part in master classes with Grace
Bumbry, Hartmut Hoell und Wolf-
gang Rieger. She is the recipient of
many grants and prizes including the
Scholarship Bayreuth Festival, The
Sponsorship Award Chamber Music
Podium Braunschweid and she was
first prizewinner of Angelica Catalani
Competition in Italy. She has a
graduate of the Mozarteum, Salzburg
where she was awarded the George
Szell Scholarship. Anahita Ahsef is
also a prolific interpreter of art songs
and has performed many recitals all
over Europe.
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Tamara Licheli is a prizewinner of
numerous national and interna-
tional competitions.
